THE BOTHWELL BOBBLE

Method:
1. Use size 6mm knitting needles.

2. Cast on 1 stitch.

3. Knit in the front, then back, then front, then back of stitch.

4. So you now have 4 stitches on the needle.

5. Purl 1 row.

6. Knit 1 row.

7. Purl 1 row.

8. Knit 1 row.

9. Purl all stitches together. So now you have 1 stitch.

10.Break yarn, leaving decent length, and pull end thru stitch.

11.With this yarn, thread a needle and make arunning stitch around all edges.

12.Draw into a ball and sew off.

13.Launder in a mesh bag to felt the ball.

14.You should now have a felted bobble.

Well done, enjoy using your new bobbles
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
